The Commission then discussed the Brookfield’s Values and Vision section and decided to include the
following in the Comprehensive Plan:

We value of suburban feel
We value our high quality of living with low taxes.

Town Planner Hembrook mentioned that he will include these recommendations in the Comprehensive
Plan and will send draft chapters 1-4 for the next Plan Commission meeting.
