RE: Kwik Trip Site Plan changes, 21980 Watertown Road

The following report is provided for cursory review prior to action. Specifics relating to the submitted
documents of this application may be referenced in the Meeting Packet distributed by the Clerk.

Property owner: Kwik Trip

Applicant: Lisa Van Handel, Excel Engineering

Application Type: Conceptual, Preliminary and Final Approval for site plan changes

Zoning: M-2 General Manufacturing District

Kwik Trip, located on the corner of Springdale Road and Watertown Road, is proposing minor
alterations to their site plan. The changes being requested include an expansion of the parking lot on
the north side of the property, the relocation of the dumpsters and additional lighting. No landscaping is
being proposed at this time.

Parking: The parking lot expansion will result in a net gain of 2 spaces, and will bring the total parking
stalls on site to 33 stalls, including 8 existing fuel stalls. One ADA-compliant parking stall is required on
site and is provided for on the south side of the building (no change). The proposed stalls meet the
locational requirements and the dimensional standards of the ordinance. Bollards will be placed at the
front of the parking stalls between the building.

The Ordinance does require that landscaping be provided (at least 100 sq. ft.) for parking areas serving
5 or more vehicles that is created or redesigned and rebuilt. However, given the site maneuverability on
site, requiring landscaping within the parking lot would have the potential to create a traffic flow issue.

Dumpsters: The dumpsters are proposed to be relocated to the east of the parking lot expansion. The
proposed concrete slab is 20’-9” x 21’-6” with 8 ft. tall fencing. The fence enclosure is constructed of
solid-cellular vinyl for durability and low maintenance, but will be finished to look like wood. The Code
requires that dumpsters meet the offset of the district and comply with the area requirements of an
accessory building. The dumpsters are 22’ from the west offset and the total square footage of the slab
is 446 sq. ft., which larger than the existing dumpster area (approx. 237 sq. ft.). The maximum

accessory building is limited to 625 sq. ft. Therefore, the size and location of the dumpsters meet the
ordinance requirements.

Lighting: Additional lighting in proposed near the new dumpster location. The lighting plan confirms the
proposed parking area complies with the town requirements (min. 0.4 fc); however the plan revealed
the north west portion of the existing parking area is under lit, with zero foot candles at the property line.
It should be noted that the parking lot configuration would not allow for an additional light pole location
outside of the right of way. The ARC did not feel it was necessary for Kwik Trip to explore adding
additional lighting to expand coverage of the parking area.

Architectural Review Committee: On March 11, 2026, the ARC granted Preliminary and Final
approval for the proposed site plan changes, as presented.

Town Engineer: The Town Engineer approved the civil plans dated 3/13/2026.

The Fire Department and Sanitary District had no comments or concerns regarding the request.

Recommendation:
I recommend Conceptual, Preliminary and Final approval for the proposed site plan changes at 21980
Watertown Road for Kwik Trip, including an expanded parking lot, dumpster relocation and enclosure
and lighting modifications, as shown on the civil plans dated March 13, 2026 and dumpster plans dated
February 25, 2026, prepared by Excel Engineering.

Project Description
The 3.9-acre subject property contains a multi-tenant building located south of Watertown Road and
north of the westbound I-94 on ramp. The property is zoned B-3 and is entirely within the Town of
Brookfield zoning code. Current tenants include an adult day care, a cabinet store, mechanical
contractors, a custom graphic design and installation company, and professional association groups.
The surrounding area consists mainly of professional office buildings and a hotel (Home2Suites).

The applicant is requesting that a Conditional Use Permit to operate a church within the existing
building.

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occur during standard business hours of Monday-Friday, 9:00 am – 5:00 pm. There are no group
meetings currently held, but there is a possibility for some in the future.

Employees: Four (4) employees.

Parking: There are 150 stalls on site. The Code requires one space per three seats. There is no
traditional sanctuary in this space. The applicant has indicate that an average service has 75 people,
which would equate to 25 parking space. The hours of operation are also during off-peak times of the
other occupants of the building (traditional office) and would not interfere with their customers.
Therefore, there is adequate parking available on site and the code requirements appear to be met.

Site Plan Changes

Project Description
The Corners of Brookfield is proposing modifications to Market Square, which is the plaza space north
of Von Maur. Market Square hosts a variety of events in this space and currently has an elevated 20 ft.
wide LED-screen and open air stage in the southwest corner. The LED-screen is beginning to fail. In
addition, a structural engineer discovered corrosion of the steel frame surrounding the LED-screen and
mounting hardware. They also found significant cracking of the stage and integral planter that may be
contributing to deterioration of the concrete structure below due to water migration. Therefore, the
owners are proposing an enhanced stage and screen for Market Square.

The proposal includes a new stage, screen, increased waterproofing measures and new pavement. In
addition, there is now an overhead protective canopy for the performers on stage and the screen. The
primary color of the stage is white, with the south side incorporating colors from The Corners logo,
including orange, red, teal and blue. The south side of the stage that faces Lord Street includes “The
Corners” and “Town of Brookfield” signage, which will have up-lighting at night. The highest part of the
canopy is 19 ft. tall as measured from grade. The stage is 6’-11” deep by 33’-4.6” long and is elevated
1’-7.6” with two stairs. New concrete pavers will surround the sides and rear of the stage to replace the
sidewalk (1,027 sq. ft.). The landscape planter will be demolished and will not be replaced. The
applicants indicated that they will continue to look for other options to incorporate landscaping around
Market Square.
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Architectural Review Committee: On March 11, 2026, the ARC granted Preliminary and Final
approval for the proposed site plan changes, as presented.

Staff comments: The Town Engineer and Fire Department had no comments or concerns regarding
the request.

Project Description
The developer has submitted an application for a multi-use development known as The West End, on
the remnant lands west of The Corners of Brookfield. The property is 5.17 acres and consist of three
separate parcels, which will combined via a forthcoming Certified Survey Map. The development will
include approximately 38,000+/- sq. ft. of street-level retail and an additional 277 residential units.

The proposal includes three separate buildings. Building A, located across from the Garrison Building,
is a five-story mixed-use building, with street-level retail and four stories of residential. Building B has
five stories of residential and two stories of structured parking for residents. The third building is a retail
only building that abuts W. Bluemound Rd and is anticipated to be a single story. The residential
apartments will be a mix of junior one bedrooms (94), one-bedrooms (110), two-bedrooms (49) and
three bedrooms (24). On-site amenities include heated covered parking, outdoor pool, fitness center,
golf simulator, and a media room. These amenities will be located within The West End Club, on the
south side of the structure. There is also a private courtyard roof deck (green roof) that is accessible
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from the street level at the north and south ends. It includes an outdoor kitchen and fire pit. There is a
sub-grade loading dock with a tunnel that connects to the main underground parking structure. The
retail within Building A will be located along Lord Street. There are four retail units that range from
4,129 sq. ft. to 6,315 sq. ft. The single-story retail building will be approximately 17,500+/- sq. ft.

Zoning
A Planned Unit Development allows the Town to flexibility to modify any zoning regulations. However,
using the MU-1 District as a based, a zoning analysis was completed as a baseline. The total floor
area, excluding the parking structure, is approximately 129%, which is greater than the minimum floor
area of 50% and less than the maximum floor area of 400%. Heights from grade are 65’-6” for Building
A and 75’ for Building B, which is less than the 100’ ft. maximum in the MU-1 District. The 10’ paving
setback requirement is being met in most places, although there are a few areas along the west lot line
where the pavement extends as close 5’9” to the property line. However, the encroaching pavement is
a 22-24 ft. access road around the building.

Traffic and Access: The original Traffic Impact Analysis (TIA) in 2011 did not include this development
in its scope. Therefore, the developer has engaged with a consultant to complete an updated Traffic
Impact Analysis, expected by mid-to-late April. The entrance onto Lord Street is not proposed to
change at this time. It should be noted that the Town Engineer has recommended additional stop signs
throughout the internal streets. However, the TIA may have different recommendations. All internal
roads are private roads. The entrance to the development from W. Bluemound Road remains a public
road for 228 feet.

Loading: Loading zones are proposed underground with a connection to the existing underground
parking structure. Access is at the north end of Buildings A and B via a tunnel, which would provide
access to a WB-67 truck and garbage truck to the loading/receiving areas and trash vestibules. The
tunnel would also be an available entrance for cars to access the existing parking garage.

Parking. The parking ratios being utilized are a continuation of what was utilized for The Corners
original development. This includes four parking spaces for each 1,000 sq. ft. of Floor Area of retail
space and 1.2 separately dedicated and designated parking spaces for each unit within a residential
apartment or condominium. The agreement provided by the developer does state that Government
Authorities may require additional parking than these standards. The Town will need to determine if this
standard is acceptable. The developer has provided parking counts for the entire development
(enclosed). Based on the parking counts provided, the development requires two additional stalls to
meet the original parking ratios.

No expansion of the existing underground parking structure is proposed. Additional visitor parking
consists of 102 surface stalls on N. and S. Lord Street and Union Street, wrapping around the west side
of Building B. It should be noted that 20 stalls are being removed on N. Lord Street for the construction,
so the total net gain of surface parking is 82 surface spaces. No new accessible stalls are shown on
Lord Street outside of the new retail spaces; however, the three existing accessible stalls will be
returned on the east side of Lord St. There are two additional accessible stalls proposed in the parking
lot for the single-story retail. The proposal complies with the Town Code for with the overall number of
accessible stalls for The West End and for the entire Corners development. The developer has used
standards based on the International Building Code. The Town appears more restrictive.

Parking for residents consists of two levels of structured parking. Level 1 has 165 stalls, six of which
are marked as ADA-compliant. Level 2 has 164 stalls, one being ADA-compliant. The stalls are 9’ x 18’,
unless ADA-van accessible, where they are 12’ wide. The Code requires all ADA stalls to be 12’ x 18’;
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however, the IBC has different standards for width. The Town should provide direction on which
standard must be complied with.

Open Space and Landscaping. Landscaping is proposed around and in between the parking areas,
along the west side of Building B and along the west property lines. Throughout the development, there
is a mix of shrubs, ornamental grasses and perennials. Large shrubs and a mix of trees are proposed
to line the west property boundary near the I-94 exit ramp. No plant list has been provided.

The amount of open space on site is unknown. However, the green roof, private decks and the
residents’ swimming pool make up an estimated 13.9% of The West End parcel(s). This does not
include any of the landscaping beds around the buildings or parking areas, or the west lot line. The MU-
1 District requires 15% of usable open space, which is defined as areas unoccupied by driveways, drive
aisles, service drives, off-street parking spaces or loading, or buildings and is unobstructed to the sky. It
appears that the development meets this standard, although it should be noted that the PUD allows for
this requirement to be flexed.

The Town Engineer suggested that the developer consider adding climax deciduous shade trees on the
western portion of the site for additional canopy coverage. He also noted there were a few location
where ornamental-scale trees could potentially be upsized to shade-sized deciduous trees to help
increase canopy cover and further reduce heat island impacts across the size.

Lighting
Site lighting includes 35 LED post-top lamps throughout the site and recessed exterior LED strip
lighting under the eaves. The lighting plan complies with the Town Ordinance per the Town Engineer.
The proposed luminaire provides zero percent up lighting, which meets the intent of the “full cutoff”
ordinance requirement. The plan also shows an area exceeding the maximum 0.2 foot-candle at the
property line near the intersection of North Lord Street and W. Bluemound Rd (0.6 fc); however this
area appears to have existing lighting on N. Lord St. that is causing the excess. He noted the additional
lighting may even be a benefit in this area.

Signage
Preliminary signage for the development is shown on the renderings. The developer has indicated they
are looking for feedback on the general design and location of the signs at this time, as complete sign
details have not been fully developed. The southeast elevation of Building 2 includes a rooftop sign,
which is not permitted by code, and also a wall-mounted sign. The east elevation of Building A along
Lord St. includes tenant signage that will conform to the existing DDCM requirements and a back-lit
aluminum sign with individually cut letters over the entrance to the apartment lobby that states “The
West End”. There are multiple parking sign identifiers to mark the entrances into the parking garage.

Town of Brookfield Staff Comments: The Town Engineer, the Sanitary District and the Fire
Department collective comments were sent to the developer on March 17, 2026. Both the engineer and
sanitary district do not have major concerns, however additional information is needed on the plans to
meet ordinance requirements. The Fire Department raised concerns about life-safety access
throughout the development, but specifically from the west side of Building B. The concern is the space
available to access the building with a ladder truck given the height of the building and the drop in
elevation toward the off-ramp that further limits their access to raise a ladder to the residential units.

Architectural Review Committee: The West End will be on the April 8th agenda for Preliminary
consideration.
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Compact Form Planned Unit Development (PUD) Conditional Use
A compact form PUD allows for a mix of uses that may include residential, commercial, office,
institutional, park and open spaces. These developments are intended to accommodate compact,
higher-intensity development where appropriate, that will contribute to the vitality of the community.
Higher-density residential is encouraged, allowing for less than 6,000 sq. ft. per dwelling unit. Design
flexibility to accommodate unique integrated development projects is permitted. Enclosed is a PUD
zoning code checklist that outlines the basis for approval of the petition for a Conditional Use of this
nature.

Recommendation
Staff recommends Conceptual and Preliminary approval of the West End, subject to the following:

1. All rooftop mechanicals shall be screened from view.
2. All comments of the Town Engineer, Sanitary District and Fire Department shall be complied

with and shown on the final plans.
3. The Landscaping plan shall be updated to incorporate plant species and a maintenance

schedule.
4. A Certified Survey Map shall be submitted, reviewed and approved by the Town of Brookfield

and any extra-territorial review entity, prior to permits being issued.
5. A Traffic Impact Analysis shall be submitted for review, prior to final plan approval.
6. Renderings of the development signage shall be submitted for consideration of the ARC, Plan

Commission and Town Board.

Considerations
Items the Plan Commission may want to discuss to provide direction to the developer:

1. Roof top signage
2. Allow ADA amount and dimensions per the IBC
3. Determine if parking ratio is acceptable.

The development complies with the standards set forth by the Compact Form PUD and the general
Conditional Use standards. The development has been anticipated for many years and completes The
Corners development. This approval will all the developer to finalize plans and incorporate any
comments from the Town Staff, Committees and Board.

The Plan Commission in making its recommendation and the Town Board in making its
determination shall consider the following:

Conditional Use provisions (general)

1. That the petitioners for the proposed Planned Development conditional use have
indicated they intend to begin the physical development of the PUD within nine months
following approval of the petition and the development will be carried out according to a
reasonable construction schedule satisfactory to the Town.
The start date is unknown as of the date of this report.

2. That the proposed planned unit development conditional use is consistent in all respects
to the purpose of this section and spirit and intent of this chapter; is in conformity with
the adopted Master Plan or any adopted component thereof, and the development would
not be contrary to the general welfare and economic prosperity of the community. The
proposal complies with the Master Plan and the spirit and intent of the Code. The
development will contribute to the overall welfare and economic prosperity of the
community.

3. The proposed site shall be provided with adequate drainage facilities for surface and
stormwater. The Town Engineer has conditionally approved the preliminary plans
subject to his comments being addressed.

4. The proposed site shall be accessible from public roads that are adequate to carry the
traffic that can be expected to be generated by the proposed development. A Traffic
Impact Analysis is being completed for this development. Access to the site from W.
Bluemound Road remains unchanged.

5. No undue constraint or burden will be imposed on public services and facilities, such as
fire and police protection, street maintenance and maintenance of public areas by the
proposed development. All streets are maintained by the developer. The Town may wish
to discuss police and fire impacts.

6. The streets and driveways on the site of the proposed development shall be adequate to
serve the residents of the proposed development and shall meet the minimum standards
of all applicable ordinances or administrative regulations of the Town. All streets and
driveways are privately owned by the developer and are designed in a way to ensure
residents and visitors to the site can be accommodated in a safe traffic circulation.

7. Centralized water and sewer facilities shall be provided. Sewer and water are available.

8. The entire tract or parcel of land to be included in a planned unit development
conditional use shall be held under single ownership or if there is more than one owner,
the petition for such planned unit development conditional use shall be considered as
one tract, lot or parcel and the legal description shall define the PUD as a single parcel,
lot or tract and be so recorded with the Register of Deeds for Waukesha County. The



developer will be submitting a Certified Survey Map to create one parcel for The West
End.

Compact Form PUD provisions

1. Compact development form PUDs will only be considered in existing corridor business settings
or in close proximity to major transportation facilities, such as interstate highway interchanges,
county trunk highways, major arterials or mass transit stops. The proposal meets these
requirements.

2. Proposed development projects must be complementary to the surrounding neighborhood. The
proposed development is a continuation of The Corners of Brookfield, a large mixed-use
development of the same uses. Another mixed-use development is to the north and a
redevelopment area located to the east. The I-94/USH 18 Interchange is located to the west.
The proposal meets this requirement.

3. Eligible sites must be served by municipal sewer and municipal water. Public sewer and water
are available. The proposal meets this requirement.

4. Architecture, landscaping and building siting must be designed to create an attractive and
cohesive environment that contributes positively to the existing setting. Landscape treatments
shall be provided to enhance architectural features, improve appearance, screen parking areas
and structures, provide shade and enhance the streetscape. The proposal meets these
requirements.

5. Compact development form scale architecture (minimum two-story buildings or two-story
facades) is required. Maximum permissible building height and massing must be
complementary to the neighborhood as determined by the Town Plan Commission and Town
Board. The two mixed-use buildings are multiple stories tall with stacked parking structures.
The singular-use retail building is anticipated to be one story and is of appropriate scale to
provide dimension to the development and W. Bluemound road. While the Plan Commission
may determine a maximum height, the proposed buildings are less than the 100 ft. maximum
height in the MU-1 District and are no more than 75 ft. from grade.

6. Building designs shall utilize a variety of aesthetically compatible exterior building materials and
building styles and articulations shall be varied. Long, monotonous facades or roof designs
shall not be permitted. HVAC units and other rooftop mechanicals/utilities are required to be
screened from view. The preliminary architectural plans show many types of materials and
colors being utilized, while still being a cohesive design.

7. Meaningful communal gathering and green spaces provided in accessible settings must be an
integral part of any proposed development. Meaningful green space is being provided for by the
residents. The Corners includes Market Square, which is the center of the entire development
and offers a community gathering space for not only The Corners, but the Town of Brookfield.

8. Pedestrian facilities must connect buildings and uses within the proposed development and
must connect the development to the surrounding neighborhood in order to provide safe and
convenient access for patrons, residents, and pedestrians. Bicycle accommodations should be
considered in project design. Pedestrian facilities are provided for throughout the development.
The Town will continue to work on improving pedestrian access to the site from off-site locations.



9. Buildings shall be predominantly oriented to streets with minimal street setbacks. All buildings
are oriented to interior streets with minimum street setbacks.

10. Large surface parking lots shall be minimized with specific consideration given to avoidance of
parking lots between buildings and the street edge. Structured, underground or on-street
parking must be provided to the greatest extent practicable. Surface parking lots should be
located to the side and rear of buildings as much as possible. Parking areas should be
landscaped to incorporate planting islands large enough so they may also serve as stormwater
areas or snow storage areas. The development includes angled parking areas, rather than lots,
around most sides of the building. The only surface lot is for the single-story retail building,
which includes 26 spaces. Many landscaping islands break up the parking areas and range
from 200-700 sq. ft.

11. Retail and mixed retail/office buildings shall provide large store front windows that provide
visibility and transparency at the pedestrian level. This has been incorporated into the
architectural plans.

12. A compact development form for residential development is permissible at densities dependent
upon, and related to, the form and massing of buildings. Specified maximum building height,
setbacks, build-to lines, offsets, and on-site parking requirements are to be established by the
Planning Commission and Town Board, which will determine available housing densities. "More
of the same" is specifically discouraged. The density being proposed is 53.57 units per acre
(277 units/5.17 acres). The original density for The Corners was 12.8 units per acre. The overall
development for The Corners and The West End will equate to 24 units per acre.

13. Internal streets must be designed to adequately serve the users of the proposed development
and contain traffic calming measures (landscape bumpouts, parallel or angle on-street parking,
visually conspicuous crosswalks, narrow streets, etc.) while allowing for safe and efficient traffic
circulation. The site plan incorporates these features.

14. Developers of mixed-use projects or structures with more than one tenant shall submit a
comprehensive description of a uniform signage system so that individual business or tenant
signs will be harmonious and compatible with the overall design of the structures and site.
Individual tenant signage must be predominantly wall mounted. The tenants will conform to the
existing DDCM.

15. Streets and pedestrian facilities shall contain appropriate streetscape amenities (street trees,
street furniture, such as benches, planters, trash receptacles, information kiosks, bike racks,
bus shelters, appropriate scale lighting and wayfinding signage), and the Architectural Control
Committee shall set forth the required streetscape elements with consideration given to similar
Town-imposed requirements, if applicable. Terraces to separate pedestrians from vehicles shall
be provided, where feasible. ADA-complaint access and facilities shall be provided throughout
the development. Sidewalks that will traverse predominantly retail or restaurant use areas shall
be wide to accommodate space for passing pedestrians and certain designated sidewalks within
retail areas should be widened to allow for sidewalk cafe dining or outdoor retail display while
still providing for pedestrian passage. This has been incorporated into the site plan. The
Architectural Review Committee will discuss further in April.
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
